Possessive adjectives change depending on if what we are talking about is masculine,

feminine or plu

ral.

The adjective agrees with what/who you are talking about NOT what your gender is.

masculine feminine plural

Adjectives

In French, adjectives usually go after the thing that they are describing.

e.g. les cheveux bruns (‘bruns’ is our adjective as it is describing the hair, you can see

that it has been used after what it is describing)

As in every language there are some words that do not follow this rule. The words that do

not follow this rule have an * next to them in the vocab section.

Another important thing to know about adjectives in French is that the spelling changes

depending on whether what they are describing is masculine, feminine or plural.

Example

Usually if it is feminine, you add an ‘e’.

petit

petite

Usually if it is plural, you add an ‘s’

petit

petits

If the noun you are describing is feminine but it starts with a vowel, then you will use the
masculine form instead. This is for pronunciation only.

There are 3 types of regular verbs in French: ER, IR and RE verbs. These are identifiable
by the last 2 letters of their infinitive form.

E.g. partager is an ER verb because it ends in -er in the inifinitive.

To form the present tense of each of these types of verbs, you follow 2 simple steps.

The rule: Remove the last 2 letters from the infinitive form of the verb to form the
Add the correct ending to the of the verb.
